8.0 Other business

8.1: ASWA Affiliation Fees: At present the fees will remain the same with the proviso that if Archery Australia increases their fees, then ASWA’s fees may need to increase by that amount.
8.2: WA Archer: Bret Busby wished it to be noted in the minutes that he was the editor of the WA Archer for the issues produced in December 2006 and February 2007.
8.2 Archery Park: Bret Busby asked for clarification on an email sent some time ago by Keith Gaisford regarding the running of the Archery Park. Harry Hickson is the new manager of the Archery Park and will work at extending the hours that the park is open and improving the running of the park. The financial arrangements for volunteers are as outlined in the minutes of January 15 2007.
8.4 Travel insurance: Bret Busby queried the comment in the Archery Australia member’s publication 2007/2008 regarding travel insurance. Lynne Greenham explained that members may purchase this insurance as per normal travel insurance, but it will also insure their archery equipment.

8.5 New AA Rule Book: John Turner noted that this is now up on the AA website as of September 1 2007. It states that there will be 4 minutes allowed for 6 arrow ends for target archery, with no exceptions. Discussion followed. The consensus of the meeting was that at club level this can be left to the discretion of each club. There is a need to follow this directive if claiming records etc.
