· Robin Briggs suggested that a shipping container may be a suitable ‘interim’ option for a storage shed for ASWA equipment, targets etc [approximate cost $3500.00 for a 20’ shipping container].  Recommendation that a shipping container be obtained as only an ‘interim option’ pending the building of the storage shed for ASWA by the council.  John Thompson to submit this recommendation to WASA.

· 106 guests visited Archery Park for previous month [June]

· Anticipate high attendance during upcoming school holidays commencing 5 July 2008 

· All targets need replacing and more cutting and stowage of cardboard is required

· Shooting Complex Range – the redundant range traffic lights have been removed and their electrical circuits have been made safe.

· David advised that the back end of the website is a mess [despite John Dwyer’s best efforts] and that it needs a lot of work to be done undertaken to bring the website up to working standard. David advised that the management of the website can be broken into two parts; 



part one – developing existing website or making a new one and 


part two – maintenance / upkeep.  

· David recommended that ASWA write to DSR or a WA government department and ask them to clarify what information / data we are allowed to put onto the website and what is not allowed. Action: Secretary / President.

· Recommendation from David that ASWA rewords the ‘affiliations renewal form’ for members to sign a declaration which gives permission for the release of personal information which is to be used on the ASWA website. [eg: name / scores etc]

· David has also advised that there is some very old information on the website and is no longer relevant [eg: score results dating back to 2003] and should be removed 

· The redevelopment and upkeep of the website is a whole committee involvement 

· Robin Briggs asked David if he requires any additional software – David advised that no ‘additional’  software is required and that he has more than enough and will in the coming months work through and remove what is not required.
