WA Cup Finalñ2010 
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Following a false start in 2009, 

Bowmen of Melville hosted the 
inaugural Western Dragon Field 

Challenge on the Queens Birthday 
long weekend in September of 

this year.  The tournament was 

shot on a temporary course that 
had been constructed among the 

rolling hills of the Needling Range 
that are located on the eastern 

side of the wheat belt town of 
York.  The shooting took place 

over two days, Sunday 26 and 
Monday 27, with archers shooting 

a FITA 24 target field round on 

each day. 

 

This event was registered as a 

FITA arrowhead event, an AA 

ranking round and acted as the 
fourth round of the WA Cup.  

Around 30 competitors attended 
the registration on Sunday morn-

ing and were soon attacking the 
practise butts that had been set 

up in a hollow adjacent to the 
course proper.  Due to the open 

and reasonably flat nature of the 
practise area, many of the arch-

ers were lulled into a false sense 

of security, and few were pre-
pared for the challenges of the 

course that awaited them.  An 
extended spell of dry weather had 

detracted from the potential of 
the site to provide 

spectacle which 
would have been 

evident if the water-
ways within the 

course boundaries 
had been flowing.  

The weather for the 

first day proved to 
be reasonable with 

the temperature in 
mid 20s and a gentle 

breeze blowing.  
Light aircraft taking part in an 

aerial event on an adjoining prop-

erty added to the atmos-

phere as they flew low 
overhead during their ac-

tivities. 

 

Soon after the signal to 

commence shooting was 
given the first reports of 

dismay were begin-
ning to emanate 

from the groups of 
archers as the reali-

ty of the situation 
became clear.  This 

was not to be a gen-
tle stroll through the 

underbrush as many 
were used to en-

countering in a Whiteman Park 

field shoot, but indeed a challenge 
as the name of the event indicat-

ed.  The course was set in a long, 
narrow oval shape utilising the 

natural features that were pre-
sent.  The eastern flank of the 

course followed the contour of  a 
fracture which had caused an 

elongated section of rock to fall 
away exposing a sheer cliff face 

of 1 to 2 metres in height.  Tar-

gets 17 to 24 were situated along 
this feature making use of the 

terrain to introduce a variety of 
shots required to adapt either 

elevation or depression to engage 

the targets.  This section of the 

course proved to be the most 

susceptible to wind conditions. 

 

Targets 1 through 6 were located 

over much easier ground across 
the northern end of the course, 

but returned to difficult condi-
tions, as the following targets 7 ð 

11 proved to be defining as they 
traversed a gully system that 

formed the western flank of the 
course.  Had water been flowing 

it would have served as an addi-

tional feature of this sequence of 
targets.  Targets 12 through 16 

formed the southern end of the 
course and contained a vari-

ety of various scenarios 
including a red peg shot 

which was required to pass 
above a horizontal branch, 

between two diverging trees 
at mid point and then clear 

the top of a large rock just 

prior to hitting the target 45 

metres distant. 

 

The demands of the course 

became evident as the scores 
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
